Policy for dropped memberôs states: 
 
Semi-annual international dues are billed on July 1 based on the membership statistics show on 
the international headquarters record as of June 30 and December 31. 
 
Full six months credit will be issued on dropped members reported 30 days after the Semi 
Annual Per Capita billing, provided those reports reach international headquarters no later than 
the close of the following month (no later than January 31 and July 31). 
 
June reports received in June will not receive credit as the drops were processed prior to the Per 
Capita billing. 
 
June reports received in July will receive credit as the drops were processed after the Per Capita 
billing.

Protect Your Sight 

Eye conditions and diseases that can rob your family of their vision could strike people at any 

age in life, from newborns to seniors. 

"Many people associate eye problems with getting older. While it's true that seniors are at higher 

risk for a lot of eye problems, some of those problems actually start earlier, and vision loss could 

have been prevented if the problem was caught sooner,ò said Dr. Michael Oats. "Preschoolers, 

senior citizens and people with diabetes, as well as others with high risk factors for certain eye 

problems, all need regular eye care. Too often they don't get it, and the sad result is vision loss." 

Infants and toddlers should be screened for common childhood eye problems, such as strabismus 

(crossed eyes) and amblyopia (lazy eye), during their regular pediatric appointments. Vision 

testing is recommended for all children starting at around 3 years of age.  

Some warning signs that your child may have vision problems include wandering or crossed 

eyes, a family history of childhood vision problems, redness, discharge, a disinterest in reading 

or viewing distant objects, and squinting or turning the head in an unusual manner while 

watching TV. 

"Most children and teenagers have healthy eyes, but they still need to take care of their vision," 

says Dr. Oats. "The major danger to the eyes at these ages is accidental injury." Dr. Oats 

recommends protective eyewear for all activities that present a risk of eye injury. An Eye M.D. 

can recommend and fit appropriate protective eyewear. 

Even the young adult and middle-aged groups can be affected by eye problems. Those at risk for 

eye disease include African-Americans over age 40 (glaucoma), people with diabetes (diabetic 

retinopathy), those over age 60 (macular degeneration and cataracts) and those with a family 

history of eye problems. If you fall into one of these groups, check with your Eye M.D. to find 

out how often you need to have a complete eye exam. These individuals should have a complete 

eye exam at least once between the ages of 20 and 29, at least twice between the ages of 30 and 

39 and every two to four years between the ages of 40 and 65. 

Seniors over age 65 should be examined at least every one to two years for cataracts, glaucoma, 

macular degeneration and other eye conditions. Those with diabetes should be examined every 

year. 

Protecting your eyes from accidents,   as well as early detection and treatment of eye problems, 

are the best ways for you and your family to take care of your vision throughout life. So if you or 

your family are at risk for eye diseases or experience any eye problems, visit your Eye Doctor.

EYEGLASS RECYCLING REPORT - JANUARY THRU MAY 2010  
 

This year has started off with a bang!  During the period of January through May, District 33S shipped 

15,459 eyeglasses to 5 countries and supported the One Sight Mission.  We continue to stress the 

importance of supporting Haiti relief efforts and continue to regard Haiti as a high priority.  We have sent 

7,544 pairs of eyeglasses to Haiti.  Of particular note is our latest shipment to Haiti in which 15 Lions met 

at the Raynham King Philip Hall on May 8
th.   

 We packed 4,244 eyeglasses to support two Army medical 

missions (2,122 for each mission).  These eyeglasses had to be delivered by May 14
th
 to be on an airplane 

to San Antonio, Texas for inclusion with other mission packages scheduled for shipment to Haiti in June.  

It was a great show of support and all Lions should be proud of meeting this mission.

Because of this large volume of eyeglass shipments, our supply of eyeglasses ready for shipment is very 

low.  Consequently, we are attempting to restock our supply of eyeglasses as quickly as possible.  At the 

same time we are seeking additional organizations to support.  We have been requested by the Army to 

provide eyeglasses for another medical mission to Haiti in the fall and to support 2 missions to Africa in 

2011.  In addition, other organizations we will be supporting during the summer months include Mission 

Possible for the Dominican Republic, Rural Uganda Organization for Uganda and Friends of Asaporasa 

for El Salvador.  We have also begun talks about a mission to Tibet, a mission to India and another 

mission to Haiti.  In addition, the Plymouth County Sheriff has stated an interest in our recycling project 

and we will be meeting with him in June to discuss plans for the Plymouth County Correctional Facility 

to join our eyeglass recycling team.  

 
The committee wishes to thank all those individuals and clubs who have supported our eyeglass recycling 

efforts.  Special thanks also go to Paul and Ann Snow from District 33Y and Ron Fortin from District 

33A for helping us with our recycling project, specifically by providing us with of eyeglasses ready for 

shipment and collecting and delivering eyeglasses for processing.  As of the end of May, we have sent 

over 100,000 pairs of eyeglasses to countries throughout the world.  Because of your generosity and 

support, District 33-S is providing the gift of sight to many people who are less fortunate than ourselves.

The Lions of Massachusetts District 33S once again demonstrated in tangible ways, such  as donations of 

items and monetary gifts, their care and support of our troops.  At the completion of this project in May 

and including those items collected and mailed in November and April, we have mailed 165 boxes having 

a total weight of 2870 pounds.  In terms of a breakout - 121 boxes were sent by January and 44 from 

January to May.  In terms of weight 2124 pounds was sent by January and 756 pounds sent from January 

to May.  In all, we had sent items to 70 members of the military; most of them were located in 

Afghanistan and Iraq.   Care packages also went to one person in the United Arab Emirates, to two 

members in the United States preparing to go overseas and to one member at Walter Reed Hospital.  

Some of the boxes weighed 40-50 pounds and carried loose items as well as filled shoeboxes.  Individuals 

who served as point persons for these care packages are from the Army, Navy, Marine Corps and Air 

Force.  Many persons received at least two boxes to be shared with his/her respective unit and seven 

individuals were still in place to receive packages from our November and March collection efforts. 

 

In addition, 66 of the 70 recipients of care packages were not assigned to the same military  

unit.  Overall, we have made a positive difference in the lives of so many military personnel.
